	Draw sizes
	If the age category event is played in knockout format there will be a maximum main draw size of 32.  If entries allow it, events can be played in groups.

	Each Member Association shall be entitled to enter in each age group, up to 4 men and 4 women in singles events, 8 men and 8 women in level doubles events, and 4 men and 4 women in mixed doubles event.

Mixed – 4 males + 4 females

A player can compete in not more than one singles, one doubles and one mixed doubles event in any eligible age group. e.g. a male player eligible in 45+ age category, enters in 45+ men’s singles, then he will not play in Men’s Singles event in any other age group

Note:  Entries will not be accepted without a player’s date of birth.  Passports will be checked against dates of birth in Richmond.
