Ad.6. Event dates

Ad.8. Participation fees/Finances

The candidate will be required to state how the championship will be financed and provide an outline budget to the EUSA EC. The Organising Committee will be required to supply accommodation, meals, sports facilities and all other items noted in the EUC-regulations. The acceptable participation fee depends among others on the quality of the accommodation.

Ad.9. Number of teams/Format of the event
Where the technical regulations of the sport do not prescribe a specific format, the format for an event will be decided by the EC after consideration of the number of teams and the available facilities. Candidates should submit an initial programme indicating the assumed number of teams and format for the event. For budgetary purposes, a bidding federation should suggest a minimum and maximum number of teams as a basis for planning the event.

Ad.10. Accommodation
A host would need to provide the following:
· All players should be offered the same standard of accommodation.  This may be: student halls of residence, hotel, and good quality camping.

· Sufficient bed spaces to accommodate players in no more than four to a room, officials in no more than 2 to a room, together with a small number of single en suite rooms for EUSA officials and VIPs. 

· Ideally bedrooms for players and officials should have en suite bathroom facilities, but if student residential accommodation is being used, toilet and shower facilities must be available in a ratio of 1:4. 

· The accommodation blocks/facilities should have access to laundry facilities.

Ad.11. Transport

Candidates should  describe  the  local  transport  infrastructure,  e.g.  airport(s) (local  or  international), train and bus stations

	We will arrange transport from/to official arrival/departure points. Shuttle bus and cars will provide between hotel and sport hall.


Ad.12. Catering
The  per  diem  charge  for  accommodation  and  catering  should  allow  for  breakfast,  lunch  and dinner to be taken within easy distance of either the residential accommodation (e.g. breakfast), or  of  the  playing  facility  (e.g.  lunch).  The menus  should  be  geared  towards  the  athletes’ nutritional requirement, and vegetarian meals must also be available upon request. 

The dining halls must be able to cope with a sitting of 50% of the championship’s participants at any one time, peak demand being anticipated according to playing schedules.

	The restaurant in the sport hall will provide lunch and dinner.


Ad.13. Competition facility requirements
Candidates will need to detail the facilities available for the championship, the distances between the sports facilities and the accommodation site for players and officials, and the range and quality of equipment (to ISF standard). A list of facilities is required containing name, size (height and playing surface dimensions), playing surface and size of spectator accommodation.
Spectator viewing is highly desirable if not essential. It is essential that suitable quality and quantity of changing rooms and showers (men’s and women’s) are provided at each and every playing venue.

	All facilities have standard dimensions. All equipment used on the International tournament approved by Badminton Europe.


Ad.14. Arrival/departure points

The OC will be obliged to provide transportation from and to defined arrival and departure points. Usually this is the closest international airport or main railway station.

Ad.15.Language
Although English  is  the official  language  of  EUSA,  the  Organising Committee should give consideration  to provision of  interpreters at all meetings or ceremonies where  it  is vital for the correct  communication of information relating  to  the  championship schedule  or matters of security or safety.

Ad.16.Medical and Physiotherapy cover

The Championship venue should be able to provide suitable facilities for physiotherapy clinics. These  clinics would  operate  both  in  the morning  and  evening  and would  require  ice-making facilities and be of an appropriate size to accommodate at least 2 physiotherapy plinths. The Championship venue should provide first-aid cover throughout all playing periods, together with 24 hour medical cover, and rapid access to hospital in case of emergency. Doping testing may become a requirement for EUC in the future.

	Team of doctors and physiotherapist will be in the hall during event.


Ad.17.Map/Local situation
